Q. What is Long Lake Camp for the Arts all about?

We are a non-competitive, free choice, performing and fine arts summer sleep-away camp for boys
and girls ages 8 to 16. We provide a program of the very best Theater, 20 Fine Arts studios,
Music, Circus, Dance and Rock Bands, with a 100% customizable schedule for every camper.
Our campers are surrounded by a spectacular Adirondack environment, with tremendous
waterfront fun, sports, meaningful friendships and nurturing staff. Each camper creates their own
perfect schedule with our help.

Q. Where is Long Lake Camp for the Arts and how do I get my children there?
